	Clerks Report 

Naming of Land adjacent to 1 & 2 White House – it is noted that the land has been officially registered as “Cherry Lane”.

Recycling Bins Screen – written permission had been given to Mr T Winter to erect a single panel screen adjacent to the recycling bins.  This has now been put in place and Mr Winter is responsible for any maintenance.

Community Led Plan – the final version has now been printed and published on the website.  Copies have been printed for associated groups and a limited supply is available in the Village Hall for reference.  Work will begin to implement its actions points in due course.  Thanks were given to the volunteers who completed the Plan.

Neighbourhood Planning – this item will be deferred until after the publication of the Carlisle City Council Local Plan so that the implications for Walton with the policies contained within it can be considered appropriately.

CPCA Meeting 10th June - the Clerk attended the Carlisle Parish Councils Association Meeting (held jointly with Carlisle City Council) at Cummersdale Village Hall.  A brief written summary of the meeting for Councillors is available if required.

Locality Working Consultation & Recycling Consultation – the Clerk responded to the consultation on locality working.

Bank Mandate – An updated mandate has been obtained and will be signed by Cllr Evan’s, Cllr Fowler, Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Brocklebank in due course.

Audit – it is noted the audit has been carried out by BDO Stoy Hayward with no issues to report.

William Howard Citizenship Project – the Clerk attended a year seven project at William Howard school to listen to feedback on local issue from students from the parish.  Issues raised included a better bus stop and a car park.

Traffic Incident on Village Green – On 21 May 2013 a large truck was stuck on the track adjacent to Kingbank after taking a wrong turning.  The incident was reported to the Police and the relevant log numbers and insurance details have been obtained by the Clerk in case of a claim.  It is noted that there has been potential damage to a storm drain and this situation will be monitored after the next occurrence of heavy rain in case a repair is required.  Cllr Davies reported that he had been present at the time of the incident and will pass insurance details of a claim already paid by DHL to the Clerk.
Recycling Noise – Cllr. Armstrong has investigated whether any measures are possible to reduce the noise caused by the glass recycling bin and no solutions are easily available.

Speeding – Contact details have been provided to a parishioner who has concerns over speeding in the Village.  It is noted the police have subsequently visited the parishioner and are investigating.

	Village Hall Boiler Purchase

A report had been previously circulated and it was noted that a deficit of £1041 remained after grant funding from the CPCA had been obtained.  A further application to the Community Grant Fund had also been submitted which was being considered for £500.  County Cllr Mallinson very kindly offered £500 from his councillors funding which was accepted with thanks.  The transfer of ownership of the boiler once installed to the Village Hall is to be investigated, with either immediate transfer or transfer towards the end of the guarantee period, being considered.  Resolved that the Parish Council place the order for the boiler as soon as the Community Grant Funding application is known.  The donation from the Social Committee is to be requested as soon as possible.

To have a road adopted the surface must be brought up to standard which is currently a 40 year maintenance free period.
