	Public Participation
A request was made that the tree planted in commemoration of the previous chairman Harold Farrer be replaced as it has died.  The Clerk will investigate the circumstances as it has not been planted long (mins 233/11 & 263/11 refer) and the matter discussed at the next meeting.  
Administrative and Governance Matters

822/15.1 Clerks Report 
The following points were noted by the Council:

Noticeboard – No objections were received to the proposed moving of the board into the bus shelter therefore Cllrs Winter and Hogg are to proceed in due course.
Summer Activity Day – A total of 26 children attended the summer play day held on Thursday 20th August.

Dog Fouling – It has been confirmed that there is no speed limit restriction on the requirement to collect any dog waste – all land open to the public (including private fields with public footpaths in) must comply with the legislation.  

Internal Auditor – A note of thanks was sent to Mrs P Cronin for her work as internal auditor in recent years.  Mrs Warwick has been provided with terms of reference for the position and will complete a 6-month review in October.

Woodleigh – The Clerk reported the excessive weed growth in Woodleigh.  This was logged under call reference 32/1355534.
822/15.2 Parish Tidy-up
It was noted that four electors had volunteered to help with a parish litter pick.  The Chair allowed a member of the public to speak to voice concerns that they believed the majority of the litter problem was outside of the 30mph zone, which would not be included in the litter picking areas due to insurance concerns.  The Clerk will investigate the matter thoroughly, including whether the pick could be permitted if a letter of indemnity is provided by the elector absolving the Parish Council of any liability.  The Clerk will also set a date with the four volunteers by email.  
822/15.3 First Aid Training
Seven members of the parish have signed up to participate in a first aid course on Wednesday 30th September at 7pm.  Councillors will pass the word around friends and neighbours to try and increase numbers.  
822/15.4 Councillor Training
Consideration was to be given to holding a training course jointly with a neighbouring parish.  The matter will be considered in November after nearby parishes have been spoken to.

	Village Green and Common Land

823/15.1 Play Area
Works discussed at the previous meeting (min. 812/15.1 refers) have progressed – parts have been ordered and will be delivered in due course.  Cllr Brocklebank will co-ordinate volunteers to help install the replacement parts as soon as possible.
823/15.2 Railings at Church

Cllr Armstrong noted that work was still sin progress and should be completed shortly.
823/15.3 Land Adjacent to the Grove 
Consideration was given to whether to progress an application for adverse possession for an area of land adjacent to the Grove.  
Resolved that Cllr Hogg will speak to Burnett’s solicitors with respect to giving a statutory declaration in support of an application for adverse possession.
823/15.4 Pathways in Moor

It was noted that sleepers and necessary materials had been purchased.  The initial works will be completed before the sleepers are transported into the Moor.  Cllr Winter is to coordinate volunteers before the wet weather commences.  It was agreed that if some additional materials are required then they could be purchased prior to the November meeting.

Walton Village Hall Management Committee:  It was noted that:

· the owner of the Reading Room café is to provide quotes to the Hall Committee to have the name carved into the lintel above the door;

· a car treasure hunt had taken place and raised £100

· the children’s summer fun day had been a success

· a curry night will take place on 10 October 

· a Halloween party for the children will take place on 30 October

· consideration is being given to the charge for hiring the marquee – this will be considered by the Hall Committee further

· the position of treasurer had become vacant but was likely to be re-filled in due course

Broadband Champion:  No update was available.  This item will be removed from the agenda until further notice.  
Hadrian’s Wall Walks Group:  No update was available.
