	Public Participation
City Councillor Bowman advised that Cumbria County Council will be taking over responsibility for recycling in March 2017, so collections will become more widely available.  Householders will be notified in due course.

Village Green and Common Land
6.1) Tree Risk Assessment and Required Works
Noted that some trees have been identified as being poorly pruned.  Two small trees have been identified as having a degree of risk and therefore need to be felled.  It was also suggested that a leaning lime tree be felled.  The quote received for tree works was £1050 and Cllr Fowler stated the cost should be spread across 2 financial years.  It was agreed the tree works would be divided into 2 depending on urgency.  City Cllr Bowman stated it was possible to apply to County Cllr Mallinson for a grant.

6.2) Play Area Maintenance

A risk assessment has been completed and no major issues were identified.  Only low risk issues were evident such as missing caps.  Resolved that a time would be arranged to fix these issues.

6.3) Goal Posts

Resolved that measures would be taken to pin the goal posts down to stop them falling over and that the damaged netting would be replaced.

6.4) Green Inspections

Cllr Fowler requested volunteers to complete monthly green inspections.  A tick sheet has been produced to enable the checks which will evidence the inspections for insurance purposes.  Resolved that the tick sheets will be signed and dated and filed with the Clerk.
6.5) Cows straying on to the Green

Noted that there is potential to damage the play area.  It was agreed that the insurance documents would be checked for the inclusion of accidental damage cover.
6.6) Drainage on the Village Green

There is a boggy stretch of land in the lower village where the pond used to be as there appears to be some damaged drainage.  It was agreed to refer this issue to Cllr J Mallinson.
6.7) Grass Cutting

Noted that some comments have been received that the grass is too long.  It was reported that the grass had been too wet to cut and that an invoice had only been received for the work completed and not a full cut.  It was agreed to continue with the current supplier for the previously agreed 8 cuts per year.

6.8) Parish Clerk Position

Cllr Fowler introduced Caroline Thirlwell as the new Clerk.

6.9) Christmas Tree Request

A letter was received requesting a permanent Christmas tree stand.  Resolved this will be installed and flagged over when not in use.
