	Speeding In Village
Following concerns raised at the previous meeting the matter had been followed up with the Highways department and referred to the CRASH group for investigation.  The matter was also being passed to Jeff Taylor, the police Roads Policing Analyst for further investigation and data collection.  It was also suggested it may be beneficial to make use of a Speed Indication Device (SID) in this area should the results from the Police confirm a speed issue and it was agreed that this should be sited on the road adjacent to the Village Green in the first instance.  Discussion was also held regarding the Restorative Justice Project as detailed in the December newsletter – parishioners were encouraged to consider taking part if they feel affected by speeding in the village.  It was confirmed that the repeater signage also discussed at the last meeting would be being considered by the CRASH group.

685/14.1  It was noted that permission has been granted on the following previously considered applications:

· 13/0566 – Overdale, Walton, CA8 2DH - Erection of 1No. Single Storey Dwelling

· 13/0684 - Land between Overdale and Roman House, Walton, Brampton, CA8 2DH - Change of Use of Former Workshop to Dwelling.

685/14.2  The following application was considered:

· 13/0902 - Barn at Kingbank, Walton, Brampton, CA8 2DH - Demolition of Former Poultry Shed And Erection of Bunk House And Café

It was resolved to object to the application based upon concerns over traffic, parking, access over the village green, access to the highway and also concerns over the damage to the village green caused by the delivery vehicles both during the build and once the business was opened.  The Clerk is to respond with the objection immediately.

	Reports from Other Bodies
Walton Village Hall Management Committee:  It was reported that the refurbishment of the toilet block with a new roof is underway.
Save Our Pub:  It was reported that the Centurion has been officially registered as a Community Asset for five years.  This means that if the owner placed the property for sale it would enable a six month leave period to allow the community to raise sufficient funds to purchase it.  After the five year period expires the status can be re-applied for.  Confirmation was given that the planning application (min. 629/13 refers) is still being assessed in light of external agency evidence.  If the application is referred to Committee it is not expected to be heard before March 2014.  The Parish Council reiterated its full support for the Save our Pub group.
Walton Village Hall Social Committee:  No update was available.
Walton Play Area Group:  It was confirmed that the Play Area Group have successfully secured a further £2000 of funding to host an event, due to be held in the first two weeks of February.  The Parish Council offered assistance with promotion or any aspect necessary.
