	Public Participation
City Cllr Bowman informed the meeting that:

923.1) Carlisle City Council have unveiled 'Garden City' plans for new homes, schools and roads.

923.2) “Hadrian’s Wall World Heritage Site will host a major new exhibition in 2017 celebrating the cavalry regiments that once guarded this famous North West frontier of the mighty Roman Empire. Running from Saturday 8 April to Sunday 10 September, Tullie House Museum & Art Gallery will feature as one of the venues to host part of the wall-wide exhibition.

As part of this unique exhibition, events will also take place at venues across the wall. On Saturday 1 and Sunday 2 July, the largest Roman cavalry re-enactments ever seen in the UK will take place throughout the day in Bitts Park. A troop (turma) of 30 Roman cavalrymen will come together to perform training exercises described by Hadrian himself 2,000 years ago” (www.discovercarlisle.co.uk).
923.3) It was proposed that refresher training for the defibrillator be considered shortly as the training will be approaching its 2-year anniversary.

Agreed that the Clerk will identify a training provider and that details will be published in the next Newsletter.

923.4) Fly tipping in the first layby as you leave the village has been reported to the Council and they have agreed to come and clear the waste.  It was proposed that a rubbish bin sited there would be useful, however Cllr Bowman reported that there are no new bins being issued.
Village Green and Common Land
924.1) Tree Risk Assessment and Required Works
A grant for £800 from Cumbria County Council has now been received.  Tree works were quoted at £1050 and £250 had already been allocated in this year’s budget.
Agreed that the remedial work would all be completed imminently rather than split across 2 financial years as previously proposed.

924.2) Goal Posts

Resolved that the goal posts will be pinned down and that the damaged netting would be replaced when required.  Agreed that Cllr Mark will inform the grass cutting contractor to be aware of the new pins.

924.3) Comic Relief Funding
Agreed not to pursue an application for funding on behalf of the Parish Council.  Cllr Brocklebank has forwarded the information to the Village Hall Committee for their consideration.
924.4) Green Inspections

Noted that an inspection of the green has taken place and been recorded in November and December.  It has been identified that there are drainage issues.
924.5) Drainage on the Village Green

Noted that there are several areas in the village where the drains appear not to be able to withstand the amount of water received.  It is not always clear where the water is draining from and who may be responsible for particular areas.  Agreed that Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Hogg will pursue this further and aim to ascertain responsibility from the Highways Departments, United Utilities and Carlisle City Council.

927.3) Cllr Fowler circulated the draft precept information and figures for 2017-18 for review.  The deadline for submission is 13th January 2017 and Cllr Fowler will email the final version on 12th January for all to agree.
- The trees will need ongoing maintenance so will be included in future budgets.

- The Play Area budget is now diminishing and it was noted that the maintenance of the equipment would need to be funded from parish fund’s after that.
- Donations were budgeted for this year, however no applications for support have been received.  They will therefore not be issued for this year but an increased allowance has been budgeted for in 2017-18
